Arts Council Five Year Plan 
under review  
 
A key priority of the Arts Council of Northern Ireland is the 
development of its future Strategic Plan for the 2006–2011 period.  
The Council wishes to move forward in developing its future 
strategy in a way that draws on the strengths and lessons learned 
from the implementation of its 2001-2006 plan - The Arts: 
Inspiring the Imagination, Building the Future.   
 
A two stage approach has been adopted for development of the 
Council’s future strategy. Stage 1 will review performance against 
the 2001-2006 plan and Stage 2 will develop future strategy for 
the Council drawing on lessons learned. 

 
The Council is seeking views on its key impacts and achievements 
over the period of the plan with a view to measuring how well it 
has delivered the strategic objectives.

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Town-twinning can make an important 
contribution towards the development of European 
citizenship. To this end the European Commission 
awards grants to Twinning events which include 
educational programmes on topical European 
issues. Priority is given to events involving towns 
and municipalities in the candidate countries, to 
new twinning arrangements, to projects involving 
small municipalities or municipalities in 
geographically disadvantaged areas, to multilateral 
events and to projects involving young people or 
disadvantaged groups. 
 
The EC is encouraging the creation of twinning links 
in regions where this type of activity is not yet 
widespread. The EC hopes that its involvement will 
give a significant boost to twinning activities, 
offering citizens a real opportunity to get involved in 
European integration.

Information campaigns must be targeted to 
municipalities and aimed at promoting the town 
twinning idea in Europe through disseminating 
information regarding the Town Twinning 

programme and emphasising the importance of the 
town twinning movement in Europe. Information 
campaigns must cover at least two eligible countries 
including at least one EU Member State.

The Commission is also offering between €82,000 
and €820,000 for local authorities or twinning 
associations which host meetings that raise 
awareness of the EU, reinforce a sense of belonging 
to Europe, allow people to discuss the future of the 
EU or strengthen new or existing twinning links.
