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Completing the Application Form – Guidance Notes

Please read these notes carefully before completing your Application Form.

1. It is essential to demonstrate how you meet the essential and desirable criteria as outlined in the Personnel Specification.  Please ensure you give adequate examples to demonstrate your suitability for the position you are applying for.

2. Please give the names and addresses of two referees who are not related to you, who we can approach for a confidential assessment of your suitability for this job. (One of these must normally be a previous employer.)
3. You must declare if you have any convictions that are not “protected” as defined by the Rehabilitation of Offenders (Exceptions) (Northern Ireland) Order 1979, as amended in 2014.
Having a criminal record does not automatically prevent you from being considered for a job as we will take into account relevance to the job.
