THE ROLE

A NORMAL WEEK
Work from Magherafelt, with regular travel across the Mid Ulster area.
Lead an Exodus prayer meeting once a week.
Spend at least 30% of the time face-to-face with young people. 
Work on average of 2 evening or weekend sessions each week.
Recruit and support volunteers & church partners.
Plan & prepare for events & programmes.
Have a regular line-management meeting.

REACH
1. Recruit and lead a volunteer team that will deliver opportunities and events for
young people including drop-ins and seasonal events.
2. Establish and deliver opportunities in 8 post primary schools to build
connections with pupils through SOAR, Alpha & SU groups.

DISCIPLE
3. Recruit, train and manage team leaders & members for local Exodus teams. 
4. Establish and deliver a local DISCIPLES group
5. Recruit & manage interns, lead an Exodus team, and mentor individual young
people each year.

PARTNER
6. Develop and build on relationships with 8 churches and offer support through
programme delivery and other Exodus opportunities.
7. Grow local prayer support by establishing a weekly prayer time and by growing
our Whatsapp Community.
8  Lead the local social media account.
9. Raise funds for Exodus Mid Ulster, through occasional events and challenges.
10. Any other duties deemed appropriate to the job role.

To lead and develop the ministry of Exodus Mid Ulster, establishing new
opportunities for young people in the area to experience friendship, fun
and following Jesus together.

3.Awareness and experience of the local area & Exodus.
